Team size will not exceed 12 players per team. The number of teams at each age bracket will be
determined by the number of registrations, the availability of coaches and pitchers.

Player skill evaluations will be used to determine player and team placement if necessary.
Evaluations will be the week of March 26™.

Players must furnish their own sliding shorts, glove, and softball shoes. Players 12U through 18U
must purchase their uniform. 10U uniforms are provided by the association.

League games usually are played once or twice per week in the evenings. Schedules will be
announced. Each league game consists of 2-five inning games beginning at 6:15pm.

Weekend tournaments will be scheduled at the discretion of the coach. Registration fees for all age
brackets include tournament fees.

Registration Fees (Per Player*): $230.00 (12U-18U) (includes tournament fees)
$190.00 (10U) (includes uniform and tournament fees)

Refund Policy: Registration Fees become non-refundable once teams have been formed and players have been
notified.

Multi-player discounts: Discounts are given for multiple players of the same family. Fees are reduced by $50 for
each additional player accompanying a registered player from the same immediate family. Non-discounted
registration is required from the oldest registered player according to the above fee schedule. The $50 discount
for additional players will be given out after team placement.
